State to pay for portion of widening FM 1460 in Round Rock Page 2 of 2

Money to expand the rest of the road will come from several sources.

Waterstone received approval from the county in early August to create two road districts, which would
use as much as $90 million from two bond propositions to widen FM 1460 from Old Settler's to
University and to build a number of smaller roads in the area. The bond package will be on Tuesday's
ballot.

Georgetown residents will vote Tuesday on a separate proposition for $46 million in bonds for street and
road projects, which would include widening part of FM 1460.
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
